The air pistol match is a Progressive Position Air Pistol Match. Course of
fire is 40 shots for record plus sighters using electronic targets at 10 meters.
Time allowed to complete the course of fire is 75 minutes.

The progressive pistol match is open to all who can safely handle an air
pistol. The “Junior” division is available for competitors until December 31%
of the year of his or her 20" birthday. There is no minimum or maximum
age limit.

Note: Adultsor othersineligible to be classified Junior division competitors
may be allowed to participate. Please inquire about specific Situations.

Progressive Air Pistol relays will be held on Saturday at 9:00 AM and 1:00
PM. Please arrive 1 hour prior to the scheduled relay start time.

Juniors. “Basic Supported,” “ Standing Supported,” & “International
Standing” (One-Handed).
Adults: Competitors 21 years of age and over shooting 1-Hand Unsupported.

The current revision of the USA Shooting Provisional Progressive Position
Air Pistol rules (available at www.usashooting.org/downloads/ppp_rules.doc)
will apply.

Note: Match Sanctioning means scores will be sent to USA Shooting for
ranking purposes.

Standard velocity (less than 700 fps) .177 caliber air pistol, metallic open
sightsonly. Pistols must be single loaded. Air pistols will be available for
use at the match.

Awards will be presented to the top three individuals in each class.
